CITY OF NORTH BEND HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN
AVAILABLE FOR REVIEW AND COMMENTS
In February 2002, the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) published interim final rule 44 CFR Part 201.  This established the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Program and requires all states and communities to develop natural hazard mitigation plans in order to apply for FEMA mitigation project

grants.  Since 2000, the Partnership for Disaster Resilience at the University of Oregon’s Community Service Center has been leading a statewide planning initiative to build capacity for the development of mitigation plans and projects. The planning initiative is in partnership with Oregon Emergency Management (OEM), Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD), Department of Geology and Mineral Industries (DOGAMI), FEMA Region X, and local governments.

OVERVIEW

City of North Bend has developed this addendum to the Coos County multi-jurisdictional Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan in an effort to increase the community’s resilience to natural hazards. The addendum focuses on the natural hazards that could affect the City of North Bend.  The addendum provides a set of actions that aim to reduce the risks posed by natural hazards through education and outreach programs, the development of partnerships, and the implementation of preventive activities. The actions described in the addendum are intended to be implemented through existing plans and programs within the city. The other aspect to the Hazard Mitigation Plan is that when FEMA has grants available, the city will be able to apply for grant money to help achieve the tasks that are listed in this plan.
